








5. Fiscal Accountability and Integrity – The budget provides funding for the City’s 

continued involvement in the Government Finance Officers Association 
excellence in financial reporting and distinguished budget presentation awards.   
 

6. Technology – the budget enhances the efficiency of the Human Resources 
department through the acquisition of the NeoGov On-Line Applicant Tracking 
software, which allows for on-line application completion, EEO-1 reporting and 
affirmative action reporting on potential job candidates.  Additionally the 
acquisition of an INCODE HR System enhances the efficiency of tracking 
employee relations issues, FMLA and other leave requirements, I-9 and other 
regulatory reporting requirements. 
 

7. Environmental, Health and Human Services - Continues funding the Keep 
Glenn Heights Beautiful program, a volunteer grass roots organization educating 
and engaging citizens to take responsibility for their environment.  Continues to 
fund the Annual Pet Registration/Vaccination providing citizens an opportunity to 
register and vaccinate their pets at one central location and at one time.  
Increases funding for the City’s Clean Up initiative to provide two City Wide 
Clean Ups (spring and fall) so citizens can clean up their properties and dispose 
of the unwanted items at no cost.  Provides funding for employee immunizations 
under the City’s Occupational Exposure Plan for Hepatitis B, Diphtheria, Tetanus 
and others. 
 

This budget also addresses citizen concerns through the funding of the Crisis Service 
initiative, the Citizens Emergency Response Team (CERT), the enhancement of the 
Citizens Action Center (software to track citizens’ issues and concerns), the funding of a 
pilot program with the DeSoto Public Library providing Glenn Heights citizens full 
access to library services and the construction of a parking lot and driveway in Heritage 
Park. 
 
Serious issues still remain.  Staff continues to analyze measures to bring fiscal stability 
to the water and sewer fund and strengthen the General Fund reserve.  We are 
currently engaged in an evaluation of water/sewer rates and drainage rates.  FY 2011 
work plan will include an evaluation of the City fee structure to ensure cost recovery and 
long term sustainability.
